Minutes

Call to Order

President Dan Puetz, Sr. called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.

Roll Call of Officers/Trustees

Minutes

Minutes of the Sept. 6 meeting were read by President Dan Puetz Sr., and approved by the board.

2012 Annual Meeting/Banquet/Golf

The board and Jackson Park Director of Golf Pete Guzzo discussed plans for the upcoming annual meeting, which was tentatively scheduled for Saturday, Jan. 21, 2012 at Jackson, to include 9 holes of golf, cocktails, dinner and the meeting. 

Guzzo said the dinner price will be similar to 2011, at $20 per person. It is planned again for the pro shop, with potential to seat up to 64 people. A no-host bar in the restaurant will precede the dinner. Both will follow golf, starting in the early afternoon, at the twilight rate of $13 per player. Guzzo said he would look into a modified shotgun start.

Fee for OHGC members is projected at $37.50, to cover greens fees and dinner, and a small prize fund for the golf.

The meeting will include elections for 2012 OHGC officers and trustees.

Should the weather be uncooperative, for example if snow closes the course, a Plan B will be developed.

President’s Report

President Dan Puetz Sr. encouraged OHGC board members and others to attend a Nov. 9 public meeting on the Jackson Park capital improvements plan, featuring presentations on proposed designs for the new driving range, cart paths, perimeter trail and changes to holes No. 10 and 11. The meeting will be held at the Jackson Park Clubhouse.

Puetz reported OHGC total membership of 204 this year.

Preparation for the inaugural Jackson Park Classic, originally scheduled for this past September but postponed until September 2012, will get under way starting early next year, Puetz said. Much of the tournament groundwork was laid in the months leading up to the postponed event, but more will be needed for a successful event. The board discussed re-forming a tournament committee, and designating a chairman.

Because of the club’s improving financial situation (see below), Puetz said he would propose full stipends for OHGC officers in 2012. The board in August supported a tentative plan to cut stipends by 50 percent next year. Puetz said he would bring this up at the annual meeting.

Financial Report

The Club has a balance of $1,683.31 as of Nov. 1, Treasurer Jim Gaskill reported. Even with a pending expense of about $180 for Seattle Cup hats, the financial situation looks “pretty good.” OHGC would like to carry over a balance of at least $1,000 into 2012.

Tournament/Membership Report

OHGC Team Captain John Clements discussed plans for the Turkey Shoot on Saturday, Nov. 19. Because Jackson Park plans to charge lower greens fees for this compared to other OHGC events, more money will be available for the prize fund, which will feature all-cash payouts.

The format will be different, too, with all par-3 holes. The plan is for 12 holes to be set up in the range from 125 to 175 yards, 3 holes at 125 yards or shorter, and three holes from 175-200 yards. Expect some interesting angles from tees to greens, and some fun pin placements.

Clements also noted the last day to post scores for handicap purposes this season will be Nov. 15.
